APPLY FIRST AID

CAREER OPPORTUNITIES

For many industries Apply First Aid is mandatory entry
requirements. This qualification provides the skills and knowledge
required to provide first aid response, life support, management
of casualty(s), the incident and other first aiders, until the arrival
of medical or other assistance.

By successfully completing Apply First Aid you can apply for
employment where it is necessary to perform the duties of a
workplace-based first-aid attendant.You may wish to undertake
Certificate III/IV level study in other areas of Community and
Health Services qualifications, where this unit may be applied
as a Credit Transfer:
